Ph.D. Thesis Panel Review Sheet and Final Examining Committee Form

The Graduate School requires a minimum of four faculty members on the Ph.D. Final Examining Committee, three from within the major and one from outside. This CI form identifies the “Thesis Panel”, a subgroup of the Ph.D. Final Examining Committee, which is comprised of the three readers on the committee—the adviser, the outside member, and one other committee member from within the major. The outside member may be a C&I faculty member from a different track represented in the supporting program.
