Graduate Student Request for Travel Support

The CI Graduate Studies Committee considers requests for support to present papers/posters at professional conferences. Requests are reviewed twice during the academic year (October and March). A pre-requisite for being considered for travel support is that you must apply to either COGS or GAPSA for travel support first. 
Note that if support is granted, you will be reimbursed after the travel is complete. (You may submit requests for travel already completed.) As a condition of the award, the Graduate Studies Committee asks that all recipients make their presentation to the department either before or after the conference. 
In the past, students typically have received $500 for domestic travel, $750 for Hawaii and $1000 for international travel. The maximum a student may receive while in the program is $3000. (Actual awards are based on available departmental funds.)
