Application process
The application process has 2 steps. First, you need to apply to the University of Minnesota. You
can do this online at http://admissions.tc.umn.edu/admissioninfo/trans_checklist.html. Along
with this application, you need to submit CEHD Transfer Admission Application Supplement to
the Office of Admissions. You can find this form and directions by scrolling down to the bottom
of the webpage listed above and clicking on College of Education and Human Development.

In order to have your application considered for admission, both the
U of M application AND supplemental materials must be completed

The priority deadlines to apply:
Spring semester: October 1%
Fall semester: March 1%
The final deadlines to apply:
Spring semester: December 15"
Fall semester: July 1%

Many majors fill with applications submitted on or before the priority
deadlines. We strongly encourage submission of applications by this deadline!

Education Majors

Our licensure programs are unique in that we do not license at the bachelor's level, we license at
the master's level. An undergraduate degree teaches students what to teach, and a master’s degree
teaches students how to teach. This design better prepares students to enter the school system as
well as allows them to attain a master’s degree in a short amount of time.

To move into a licensure program, students need to graduate with a bachelor's in the area they
want to teach before applying to enter a licensure program. Licensure programs are between 12-
18 months long, after which you are licensed in the state and only a few courses away from a
master's degree.

Admission requires a minimum 2.50 GPA, although a 2.8 is strongly preferred, and the courses
listed below completed or in progress at the time of application. Students must also have 35
hours of classroom experience in a K-6 public classroom setting during regular school
days/hours; this experience may be paid or unpaid and must be completed prior to application.
